Solar House is the name of the project assumed by Calum Walker for 
collaborations with Large Music.  As one of the members of the infamous 
underground act, Fresh and Low, he has released material under the guises 
of Fresh Juice and Fresh Cool Juice over the last year.  Solar House 
remains the focus for Large Music though, with the emphasis on deep 
percussive house laced with elements of garage and latin jazz.

Calum is the resident DJ at Glasgow's underground jam, "Soulful Heart", 
and currently spins at top European clubs like Soul Movement and Lazy Dog 
in London.  Calum spends the majority of his time in his Glasgow-based 
studio which he co-runs with Fresh and Low partner Dave Robertson.

The popularity of the initial Solar House release (LAR-046) on Large Music 
continues to grow.  The title track, "Universal", has already been licensed in 
South Africa, England and on the prestigious David Alvarado "Phat Phunk" 
CD series out of Los Angeles.  Watch closely for exciting new material from Solar House on Large Music in 2000.

The Rurals are Andy Compton and Marie "Tweek", two English musicians who live on a farm in rural Devon, 
England, where they drive the animals nuts with their unique, funky, and hauntingly ethereal sounds.  Already 
famous among deep house headz under the pseudo "Rainbow Garden", they changed their name and released 
several fantastic records on the prolific Pêng record label, including the seminal and highly acclaimed 
"Headsongs" full length album.

With their "Magic EP" (LAR-058) the Rurals made their shining debut on Large Music, and we won't stop there.  
This will be one of many Rurals releases on Large, and we are looking forward to more jazzy and soulful monster 
tracks from them.

Few artists in the music business reach the level of accomplishment and 
status that Kerri Chandler has achieved.  He is known throughout the 
universe as one of the original creators of the deep house sound and his 
"basslines" are now legendary.  Kerri grew up in the New Jersey area during 
the days of the infamous Zanzibar club with resident DJ Tony Humphries.  
Kerri's father was a DJ as well, which gave Kerri a rich background in the 
origins of the New York Underground Sound (known also as "Garage" 
music).  He made his DJ debut at the Rally Record Club in East Orange, 
New Jersey at the tender age of 13.

Kerri eventually found himself intrigued with the production element in dance 
music and soon began to create his own grooves on his one man label, 
Express Records.  In 1991, Atlantic Records signed his debut single, 
"Superlover/Get It Off" and the rest is house music history.  Despite his 
success, Kerri Chandler has always remained true to the spirit of the underground.  When listening to tracks such 
as the "Atmosphere EP" on Shelter Records and the seminal, "A Basement, Redlight and A Feeling" album on his 
own current imprint, Madhouse, one has to marvel at Kerri's ability to not compromise his unique sound for 
commercial gain.

Large Music is pleased to have an ongoing relationship with Kerri Chandler.  We encourage him to experiment 
and grow here, and we hope this is evident in his Raw Grooves and Digital Soul series.  We trust Kerri will keep 
pushing the boundaries in house music for a long time to come.

John Mateo and Eddie Matos have been producing and remixing since the 
mid 1980's.  Their rich New York City heritage has influenced their trademark 
sound which combines elements of latin, disco and jazz.  The success of 
their music has given them international acclaim, and they are currently in 
demand as DJs in countries as diverse as Russia and Croatia.

Surprisingly, Eddie and John met through communicating on CB Radio.  
They both shared a common passion for music and formed a partnership. 
They were influenced by DJ legends such as Tony Humphries, Shep 
Pettibone and Jonathan Fearing and found themselves learning the art of 
production with Louie Vega.  Their first big break came in 1986, when Hector 
Cruz asked them to play at his infamous House Nation Club.  This increased 
their popularity and they formed their own label, Final Cut, in 1989.  Work 
began with other independent labels in 1993 and since then, they have 
worked with prestigious companies such as Nervous Records, Glasgow Underground, Distant Music, and 
Spiritual Life Music.  Their initial release on Large Music was titled "Songs For The Soul" (LAR-027) and included 
the club hit "Home".

Hailing from Tampa, Florida, DJ Jask is the resident at the infamous "Jack's 
House" held every Tuesday night at the Hyde Park Café.  As the official 
Large Music ambassador for 2001, Jask has traveled to diverse cities such 
as Boston, Toronto, Paris, Miami and San Francisco with his smooth and 
soulful DJ sets.  He also took the summer dancefloors by storm last year 
with his "Thaisoul Orchestra EP" on SoulFuric and his Full Length LP on 
Step Ahead Records.

Large Music first heard Jask in Miami during the Winter Music Conference of 
2000, and immediately asked him to mix our first compilation, "Dancing In 
The Spirit".  Jask likes his music soulful, and we hope his Thai Vibes brings 
a smile to your face and a shiver down your spine.

DJ Rasoul has caught everyone's attention this year with his trademark 
heavy basslines and deep rich chord structures.  His "Soul Searching" series 
on Large Music has reached classic status and influenced music lovers 
worldwide.  Always mysterious, DJ Rasoul refuses to be photographed and 
rarely grants interviews.  He can be heard though, spinning records in cities 
like Vancouver, Munich, London and Berlin.

DJ Rasoul grew up in Oakland, California and began producing records with 
DJ EFX and Digit.  This led to a relationship with Strictly Rhythm Records 
that saw the team of producers as the NW2 project.  It was this single that 
caught the attention of Large Music and Rasoul can now be heard on top 
labels such as Naked Music, Transport, Leaf and Greyhound Recordings.  
The "Soul Searching" series on Large Music was a concept created by 
Rasoul himself; he wanted to stretch a musical concept over four different 
releases in the span of three years.  While "Soul Searching Vol. 4" (LAR-048) is the final installment in this wildly 
popular series, Rasoul has already lined up an arsenal of spectacular new releases for Large Music.
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
